WOW! Can you be-
lieve it is August? Five 
months are left in this 
year. 2010 is on the 

way. We are setting our sights on prayer this year. 
This is our eighth newsletter this year, and it is our 
eighth message on prayer. The next few messages 
will be reiterating the messages on the Lord’s 
prayer that I have been preaching lately.  
 
This month, I want us to see God’s hollowed name 
of Jehovah-Tsidkenu.  
 
Matthew 6:9 - 13 (KJV) 9After this manner there-
fore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hal-
lowed be thy name.  10Thy kingdom come. Thy 
will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.  11Give us 
this day our daily bread.  12And forgive us our 
debts, as we forgive our debtors.  13And lead us not 
into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine 
is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for 
ever. Amen.  
 
God utilized these names in the Old Testament to 
reveal his nature. Here it is the Lord God Almighty 
who is our righteousness. In other words our right 
standing in God is not in our on doing or works, 
but it is in God himself. Works can not save you 
and works can not condemn you to hell.  
 
1 John 2:1 - 2 (KJV) 1My little children, these 

things write I 
unto you, that 
ye sin not. And 
if any man sin, 
we have an ad-
vocate with the 
Father, Jesus 
Christ the right-
eous:  2And he 
is the propitia-
tion for our sins: 
and not for ours 
only, but also for the sins of the whole world. 
 
The Bible clearly states that all men have sinned 
and that the penalty of sin is death. Death here 
means that men are eternally separated from God. 
(See Romans 3:23 and Romans 6:23).  
 
It is not God’s will that men be separated from 
God!  
2 Peter 3:9 (KJV) 9The Lord is not slack concern-
ing his promise, as some men count slackness; but 
is longsuffering to us-ward, not willing that any 
should perish, but that all should come to repen-
tance.  
 
God has a redemption plan that he created to re-
store you and I to him. We call this salvation. This 
word means that we are eternally saved, delivered, 
and healed. Jesus Christ is all that we need.  
 
The word propitiation means to gain or regain the 
favor and good will of God. Jesus Christ makes us 
righteous before God. He is all we need. That is the 
good news!  
 
In the Old Testament the penalty of sin had to be 
carried by an innocent sufferer. This sufferer was a 
goat, which was led out of the camp as a scapegoat 
while the blood of the lamb was sprinkled on the 
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mercy seat of God!  
John 1:29 (KJV) 29The next day John seeth Jesus 
coming unto him, and saith, Behold the Lamb of 
God, which taketh away the sin of the world.  
  
You see the name of God, Jehovah Tsidkenu is ful-
filled in Jesus Christ who is our righteousness. Je-
sus came and fulfilled the law! We are no longer 
under bondage to the law, but we are set free from 
the penalty of sin, because Jesus Christ’s blood has 
paid the price.  
 
John 8:32 (KJV) 32And ye shall know the truth, 
and the truth shall make you free.  
 
In our prayer, as we pray to the Father in Jesus 
name, we can hallow the name of Jesus, set it aside 
as holy because only the blood of Jesus pays the 
penalty for our sins. No other name or person, or 
creed can do that. Only Jesus can. That is why we 
must repent of our sins, turn to Jesus and the rever-
ence his name, and realize the freedom from sin 
that we have. My friends, what an awesome God 
we serve.  
 
Acts 4:12 (KJV) 12Neither is there salvation in any 
other: for there is none other name under heaven 
given among men, whereby we must be saved.  
 
So as you pray to your heavenly Father, realize the 
power that is in his name! Only he can fill your 
soul!

That is such a cute song! If you've never 
heard it- Google it and listen to it. It really is 
a great song, but if you look deeper into the 
song- more than the musicality of the song – 
lyrically is speaks a truth that many people 
both unknowingly and sometimes willingly 
forget: praise is a personal sacrifice.  

Praise is personal. No one can do it for you. 
You have to chose to praise, and it has to cost 
you something. 

This multi-tasking, time-focused, goal-
oriented monster that we have created in our 
culture (within the church) has exhausted us 
and reeked havoc on church services.  We've 
become a Martha- always movin' and groovin' 
doing work for the Kingdom, but never at-
taining an meaningful moment of worship 
(Luke 10:38-42) 

You see, both Mary and Martha had work to 
do; but Mary understood the power of sacri-
fice. Mary realized that the three things that 
meant the most to her paled into comparison 
to time at Jesus' feet. 

Just like Mary and Martha, our choices and 
our schedules are robbing us our the three 
things that praise requires you to sacrifice: 

1. Our energy- There's no way around it: 
praise requires energy. 

Mark 12:30   Love the Lord your God with all 
your heart and with all your soul and with all your 
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mind and with all your strength. 
2. Our preparation: You have heard it said 
that “Sunday Morning begins on Saturday 
night”- if you find yourself distracted, tired, 
and lethargic on Sunday mornings- you might 
want to look back and see what you were do-
ing on Saturday night before you deem a wor-
ship service “flat”or “ineffective”. 

Psalms 24:3-4  Who may ascend the hill of 
the LORD? Who may stand in his holy place? 
He who has clean hands and a pure heart, 
who does not lift up his soul to an idol or 
swear by what is false. 

3. Our Time: Undivided, uninterrupted time. 
Time that is set aside for a purpose: to grab 
God's attention (John 4:23) 

As a body of believers, we will never attain or 
sustain a revival atmosphere without each 
person making a  personal decision to offer up 
a sacrifice of praise which translates into a 
corporate sacrifice of praise which equals 
unity from the time we walk in the back door 
till the time that we leave- that includes dur-
ing worship. This entire paragraph translates 
into our willingness, desire, openness for God 
to move among our congregation during our 
services based solely on the fact that we put 
we sacrificed our energy, preparation, and 
time. 

We bring the sacrifice of praise.... Really? Is 
it costing something? Some energy? Some 
preparation? Some time? If not, you might 
want to re-think your praise...

Sowing & Reaping

Before going anywhere about the topic of sowing 
and reaping, it is good to know the definitions.  
Sow:  1.  To plant seed for growth especially by 
scattering  2.  To set something in motion:  begin 
an enterprise.  Reap:  1.  Gather by reaping:  Har-
vest  2.  Obtain, win.  The definition of sow is to 
set something in motion.  That is powerful.  We set 
something in motion, then we reap, obtain or win 
something in return. 
In Genesis 1, God created the principle of sowing, 
reaping, and multiplication.  Genesis 1:11-12, 22 
11And God said, Let the earth bring forth grass, the 
herb yielding seed, and the fruit tree yielding fruit 
after his kind, whose seed is in itself, upon the 
earth: and it was so.  12And the earth brought forth 
grass, and herb yielding seed after his kind, and 
the tree yielding fruit, whose seed was in itself, af-
ter his kind: and God saw that it was good.  22And 
God blessed them, saying, Be fruitful, and multiply, 
and fill the waters in the seas, and let fowl multiply 
in the earth.   
Sowing and Reaping is like a law of physics, it has 
particular characteristics.  You don’t reap some-
thing different than what you sow and how much 
you reap depends on the soil you sow into.  Gala-
tians 6:7-9 (King James Version) 7Be not deceived; 
God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, 
that shall he also reap.  8For he that soweth to his 
flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that 
soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life ev-
erlasting.  9And let us not be weary in well doing: 
for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not.   
Newton’s laws of physics are very similar to God’s 
laws of sowing and reaping (and why not, God cre-
ated all of these laws or principles).  Newton said 
that an object at rest, tends to stay at rest and an 
object in motion tends to stay in motion.  It takes 
effort to sow something into the Kingdom of God 
and goes against the flesh’s desire to sit on our 
blessed assurance.  We have to have faith and de-
sire to set something into motion.

depths of the earth. 16Your eyes beheld my un-
formed substance.  In your book were written all 
the days that were formed for me, when none of 
them as yet existed.
