They prayed, he came and the results 
were that they could not enter into the house…. 
It was because each time they got close the 
power of God overwhelmed them. Of course 
we have seen this demonstrated at the altar dur-
ing revival. 
 
Of course in Acts 2 we see the physical mani-
festation of God’s glory as it overwhelmed 
God’s people. Many were saved because of this 
manifested glory. In fact I have a sermon with 
the title: Similarities of the glory.  In this ser-
mon we look at the glory in 2 Chronicles 5-7 
and Acts 2. God’s Glory is a powerful over-
whelming force. The best thing about God is he 
is God. He doesn’t need a committee, congress, 
or approval to change the lives of his dear chil-
dren. 
 
We have seen salvations, his love deepen in the 
hearts of his people, strongholds broken, and 
marriages strengthened in this revival. A gen-
eral awakening and excitement for God’s word 
and power displayed. There is an overall rever-
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ence for God that supersedes anything before. 
 
It is when God’s name is reverenced as: Holy; 
there is an awe and wonder that in the bible is 
normal, but in today’s society is abnormal. This 
same respect for God in the Old Testament and 
New Testament brought about great results. 
 
We have to continue to labor in prayer, so that 
his glory may be revealed. I believe a move of 
God could excite and ignite a move of God in 
our community and beyond. God is truly amaz-
ing and who can put a price on his grace.

Revival meetings started at Faith 

Christian Center in August.  Revival has many 
definitions:  the act or an instance of reviving, 
the condition of being revived, a restoration to 
use, acceptance, activity, or vigor after a period 
of obscurity or quiescence, a time of reawak-
ened interest in religion, and a meeting or series 
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of meetings for the purpose of reawakening re-
ligious faith, often characterized by impas-
sioned preaching and public testimony.  I will 
attempt to express what I have seen at revival. 
I believe the revival started in the Thursday 
night prayer meetings.  We saw the Church 
body as a whole, not just the regular few, start 
attending the prayer meetings.  The Church saw 
the importance of prayer and seeking God and 
walking it.  Once that happened, the church 
started showing up with expectancy.   
Worship then began to change.  The church as a 
whole started participating.  It seemed to me 
that a lot of the theme of worship began to be 
the Holiness of God.  People were worshipping 
God because of who he is.  Then the Church 
started getting ministered to by the Holy Ghost.  
People had personal road blocks between them-
selves and God removed.  This was evidenced 
by many that had testimonies of a very personal 
nature.  There was a new freedom.  The Church 
had become hungry for God. 
 
During the first four meetings, every time that 
we were at the altar, I would close my eyes and 
see the altar bathed in a pure white light from 
the heavens that turned everything pure white 
that it shined on.  It was as if the Holiness of 
God drowned out everything else.  It reminded 
me of waking up after it snowed all night and 
everything is white, but this white was whiter 
than anything I had seen.  It made me think 
about that when God forgives us of our sins, he 
forgets it as if it never happened and we are 
washed white as snow.  It seemed that worship 
had picked up on the theme of God’s Holiness. 
I could say the Church had been revived, but I 
think many where now at a place they haven’t 
been before.  Faith was now there that God 
would show up and the Holy Spirit would min-
ister.  These were things that only happened to 
“other” people.  The Church has been sharing 
their enthusiasm and hunger with friends and 
the community.  The local Church was touched 

before it started spreading to the community. 
 
The challenge to those in the revival is to have 
the faith that God will show up in their personal 
lives, not just at a revival meeting.  As we 
spend daily, personal time with God, He wants 
to have an intimacy with us.  Our prayers are 
like sweet incense to Him.  We can continue to 
have expectancy in our daily walk to see what 
God has in store for us.  He did say He had a 
plan for our life (Jer. 29:11).   
Ephesians 3:16-21 (New International Ver-
sion) 
16I pray that out of his glorious riches he may 
strengthen you with power through his Spirit in 
your inner being, 17so that Christ may dwell in 
your hearts through faith. And I pray that you, 
being rooted and established in love, 18may 
have power, together with all the saints, to 
grasp how wide and long and high and deep is 
the love of Christ, 19and to know this love that 
surpasses knowledge—that you may be filled 
to the measure of all the fullness of 
God.  20Now to him who is able to do immeas-
urably more than all we ask or imagine, accord-
ing to his power that is at work within us, 21to 
him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus 
throughout all generations, for ever and ever!
